A carnival atmosphere prevailed in the grounds of the cycle stadium, with the weather gods looking on with a 

big smile.  Various sponsors, Multichoice, Whysalls, USN, Nashua Mobile, Liberty Liquors, Sportsman's 

Warehouse, Durban North Runner offered prizes that were presented either by lucky draw or other means. 

 

The Multichoice prize, a HD PVR decoder was drawn against those who had entered the ñearly birdò event.  

The Whysalls prize, a camera was presented to the lucky draw recipient, drawn against our ñpre-

entriesò (entered on or before the race day). 

 

The pre-entry drive proved very successful where we had approximately 600 persons pre-enter. Pre-entries 

assisted us with number counts and more particularly the making of our results available within a few hours 

after the event.

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When Savages was approached to assist with the East Coast Radio Big Walk, the 

committee chatted to a few members of the club to see how such an event would be 

viewed. There was a lot of enthusiasm with a number of members offering their  

assistance. I think that the additional revenue the club stood to earn was one of the 

motivating factors for the clubs enthusiasm. 

 

Bearing in mind that the Big Walk took place a week after the Savages Race, the  

organizing took a bit of a back seat ï but we knew we were going to be responsible for 

staffing the entries at the EXPO, overseeing the marshalls and timing at least one of 

the events. But, we figured weôd have the practice with our event so how hard could it 

be??? 

 

As with most events, meetings need to be attended, Jim, Kevin B and Kevin P, JP and 

Claire Yunnie were regular attendees. 

 

Well, it certainly wasnôt hard but it was exhausting. We staffed the entries on Thursday and Friday from 10:00 ï 19:00, and 

on Saturday from 10:30 ï 12:30. There were some 18 000 entries which had to be handed out to participants, along with a 

goodie bag and t-shirt. What we didnôt know was that there had been a problem with the t-shirt supply so people couldnôt 

get the sizes they had ordered and to top it all, the goodie bags ran out on Saturday morning (rumour has it that about 2000 

goodie bags had been stolen). As a result of this, we had some fairly grumpy people to deal with!! A huge thank you must 

go to Greg Glossop for providing students from ETA to assist with entries on both Thursday and Friday mornings ï  

without them we would have been in some SERIOUS difficulties. 

 

We also took entries at uShaka on Saturday morning for the kiddies race. What a lovely idea ï for a nominal entry the  

kiddies received an empty goodie bag, which they then got to fill up with sweets and surprises over the 2km route. The  

kiddies were super-excited. One of the things that really surprised us though is that some parents arrived (40 minutes)
